5.2. National Council Report: Carin Meyer: SORSA addresses: e-mail: Sorsa.admin@iafrica.com Website: www.sorsa.org.za : Branch details available Membership Subscription fees for 2010.  Ordinary Members:R220.00, Student/ Associate Members: R110.00, Institutional Members: R440.00.  Joining fee R30.00. Society Membership- 9 October 2009 – 1333 members.  If membership subscription fees are not paid by the due date, you are considered to be a lapsed member. Proposed Change to the Constitution Membership subscription fees must be paid by 31 March each year. Members may comment, in writing, to National Secretary by 31 March 2010. Strategic Plan: Mr Michael Gee, together with an ad hoc committee from the Society are working on a proposed strategic plan for the Society. Website: National Council is investigating the possibility of advertising on the Society’s website. Policy on Sponsorship to attend congresses. A policy has been drawn up on sponsorship from National Treasury to attend congresses and is available from all branch secretaries.  SORSA Education Award: This is a new fund with funds merged from the Education and the Joyce Runnalls Memorial Trust Funds and will be effective from 2010.  Guidelines and application form will be available on the website www.sorsa.org.za:  World Radiography Day: This day is celebrated world-wide on 8 November each year.  The SA Radiographer: The journal of the Society of Radiographers is available on-line.  Articles for publication are always needed and may be submitted on-line throughout the year. The editorial board has been increased to 13 members but reviewers in specialised fields are still needed.  Professional Board for Radiography and Clinical Technology.  The term of office for members of the Professional Board ended in April 2009.  The new Board has not yet been appointed so the old Board was requested to continue until further notice.  Occupation Specific Dispensation for Radiography (OSD):  The Society compiled a draft document on OSD for radiographers working in the Public Sector which was submitted.  A document for the Unions has been circulated which seems likely to be tabled to the employer. Untrained personnel doing ultrasound:  There is still some concern regarding untrained personnel performing ultrasound examinations without some form of accredited training. Knowledge of such cases should be reported to the HPCSA.  National Congress 2011: The congress will be a joint venture between SORSA and the Radiology Society of SA.  The SORSA-RSSA 2011 National Congress will be hosted by the Bloemfontein Branch.  It will be held at the ICC in Durban.  Friday 4 March – Sunday 6 March 2011.  ISRRT World Congresses:  The 16th ISRRT World Congress will be held in the Gold Coast, Australia from 9 – 12 September 2010.  Theme: “Tomorrow and Beyond: Connecting and Communicating”. 
5.3. Diagnostic Report: Universitas hospital, Hanlé Harman:  . 2009 was a year full of learning for us at Universitas . Our Mammogram machine was written off and we are still waiting for a new machine.  During this time we had to outsource our mammograms to the private sector. We would like to thank them all for the help. PACS is running smoothly and RIS has been installed. It will take a bit of getting used to, but we are looking forward to the time we would sit back and wonder "how did we do it before".
5.4. Diagnostic Report: National Hospital:  Cindy  la Grange:  A new mammogram machine was installed last year. A PACS system was installed, but they are not filmless yet. Monitors were installed in May through the hospital.
5.5. Diagnostic Report: Pelonomi Hospital:  Abram Banda: Pelonomi Hospital’s X-ray department is in a revitalizing process. The X-ray department’s program includes the installation. of a mammography machine, a digital panorex machine, a second direct digital radiography (DDR) machine and a CR system & PACS. Approval was also been given for a new 64-slice CT unit to be installed. The general vascular unit will be revived and the sonar unit will be shifted to that side of the department. Staffing needs now has to be addressed for the department to be fully revitalized. There is concern that young radiographers, who is more mobile, leave Pelonomi to work where they are paid more e.g. in the Eastern Cape. Radiographers cannot be prevented from leaving for overseas or anywhere else. The hospital information system (HIS) sometimes has more than one record for the same patient on the database that causes many problems for the X-ray department.

The 2010 BHF tariff guideline is still not published and the private radiographers follow the national sugesstion of a 7,9% increase in prices. Radiation Control licences for 2010 state that only Radiologists or Radiographers may operate mobile C-Arm units.
5.9. Radiotherapy Report: Sydney Masalla: New CT-scanner for radiotherapy localizations and planning was installed. Radiotherapy had 2 students from The Netherlands that completed their studies in 2008 and 2 new students arrived in 2009.
